Maresfield:- 

– To seek measures to improve safety and prevent speeding in the Straight Half Mile, Batts Bridge Road, 
High Street, Underhill and Nursery Lane, and beyond to the village boundaries

– To seek measures to improve safety and prevent speeding on the B2026 between Duddleswell and 

Lampool Corner

– To assess current volumes against the stated capacity of the A22

– To seek measures to keep through traffic on the by-pass 
– To assess current volumes against the stated capacities of the Straight Half Mile, Batts Bridge Road, High 

Street, Underhill and Nursery Lane 
– To seek measures to prevent rat-running traffic, particularly in Underhill and Nursery Lane

To assess current volumes against the stated capacity of the B2026
